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Recent years have seen an interest in the combinatorics of definable sets. "Definable" has several
interpretations including "Borel," or as existing in a model of determinacy. The definable theory differs
markedly from the ZFC context. This theory can be viewed as simultaneously generalizing dynamics,
where Borel actions of countable groups on Polish spaces are studied, and the descriptive set theory
of determinacy models. We will survey and present some recent results of the speaker and others.
